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The last camp was held over the Cup weekend up in north-eastern Victoria at Shelley. We were invited to assist the Friends of the Murray Valley Parks Group with their information day. Unfortunately for them they have few interested people attend, but they did indeed look after us very well. No-one went home hungry. We surveyed two areas for them, Mountain Creek Education Area and the Pheasant Creek Flora Reserve. No traps were set. There were 64 camera which recorded five species:  1 Agile Antechinus, 3 Bush Rat, 1 Black rat, 2 Black Wallaby, and 1 Common Wombat. The bat-traps caught 6 Little Forest Bats. Spotlighting revealed 1 Common Brushtail possum, 3 Greater Gliders and 5 Ringtailed Possums. Other sightings included 18 Eastern grey kangaroos, 1 Black Wallaby, 1 Fox, I Rabbit and 4 Sambar deer. Amphibian records included Eastern Banjo Frog, Striped Marsh Frog and Common Froglet (both heard), and the reptiles recorded were Southern Blue-tongue, Eastern Brown Snake and Highlands Copperhead.
